It has been an outstanding summer in Babylon Village and 

along the Great South Bay. Many residents enjoyed our own 
Gilbert C. Hanse Municipal pool as well as our docks and parks. 
Our beautifully landscaped Village  attracted many day trippers.  
     There are quite a few improvement projects occurring 
throughout our Village. The Gazebo received a “face lift” with 
some repairs and fresh paint and was a great place to host the 
Summer Concert Series as well as the Babylon Library’s movie 
night. The trails surrounding Southards Pond were refurbished 
in time for the August 13th Dirty Sock Run. The trails were re-
surfaced with DEC approved materials and the brush along the 
pathways cutback for easy access. The trails at Southard’s Pond 
are great for walkers and bird watchers and provide a great place 
to enjoy fall foliage and watch the seasons change. I hope all 
residents utilize and enjoy this beautiful natural setting that we 
are so lucky to have right in our midst. Overgrown paths at 
Hawley’s Pond have been cleared for the first time in almost 
four decades, making the entire lake walkable once again. Alt-
hough Hawley’s Pond actually belongs to NYS, the Village 
maintains it so residents may enjoy this bucolic spot. 
     Road improvements continue as we work with the Suffolk 
County Water Authority to make repairs on Fire Island Avenue 
from Virginia Avenue to the pool and main dock. Installation of 
the new water main will begin after Labor Day with connection 
to residential tie-in’s over the winter months and the road resur-
faced in spring.   
    As we head into autumn, keep an eye out for the expanse of 
color and migration of waterfowl and migratory birds that come 
our way. Autumn is a festive time in our Village, bringing  
many exciting seasonal events for residents and visitors to en-
joy. These include the Babylon Beautification Society’s Babylon 
Fair on September 10th, the ever-popular Apples & Art Festi-
val on October 21st and the Chamber of Commerce’s Fall Har-
vest Festival Street Fair, also on October 21st. Check the Cal-
endar of Events on the back page of this newsletter for the dates 
of these activities and more. Make a point to come out and enjoy 
the festivities and support the many local organizations and mer-
chants helping to sponsor these fun events; try to shop locally 
whenever possible. Remember, as well, to take advantage of the 
Sunday Farmers Market that will continue into November.

S.T.O.P. DAY WITH PAPER SHREDDING 

    Trustee Anthony Davida would like to inform residents that 

Saturday, September 23rd, is the next scheduled S.T.O.P. (Stop 
Throwing Out Pollutant) day. This is a great chance to clean out 
basements and garages of all potentially toxic materials (paints, 
aerosol cans, pesticides, medications, motor oil, etc.)  
     Bring your items to the Babylon Village Highway Department 
on Carlson Avenue between 9AM and 12PM so that all hazardous 
materials can be disposed of safely. Babylon Village residents  
only, please. Picture I.D. must be presented. 
     In addition, paper shredding will also be available on Sep-
tember 23rd from 2PM-5PM only. Bring your personal house-
hold documents (ATM receipts, checks, tax records, credit card 
statements, etc.) that could provide thieves an easy way to steal 
money or an identity. Documents will be shredded while you 
watch, then recycled. No need to remove staples or paper clips. No 
cardboard, plastic or hard drives. Village residents only, photo I.D. 
required. Protect the environment and your personal information. 

BOATING SEASON WINDS DOWN 

    All boats in Village berths should be out of the water 

by December 1st so as not to hinder the Village’s Ice 
Breaking program. All lines must be removed as well.  
Winter boat berths are available in Argyle Basin and on 
Shore Road. This program is also available to non-residents. Call 
the Village Clerk’s office at 669-1500 for information. 

BUILDING DEPARTMENT NEWS 

As boating season comes to a close, please be mindful of the fol-

lowing codes: 
· Boat storage in residential areas is allowed from November 

1st thru April 1st ONLY each year. Boat storage is prohibited 
on residential property at any other time. 

· There must be at least one clear side yard of 10 feet remain-
ing. The boat can’t be placed within the front yard. 

· Boats must be stored in a safe and secure fashion 
· Boats stored on residential property must be emptied of gaso-

line and other combustibles during the storage period.
