METERED COMMUTER PARKING
[bookmark: _GoBack]As of May 1, 2018- you may now pay for the commuter meters by phone- see “Pay by phone” document in the Parking Information folder 
Commuter parking is enforced 24/7 including weekends and holidays.  The metered commuter spaces are located at the following locations:
· Railroad Station (Spaces 1 – 307)
· Locust Ave lot (Spaces 401 – 699)
· George Street lot (Spaces 701 – 786)
· James Street lot (Spaces 351 – 399, 801 – 899)
· Sammis Ave (metered street parking on the north side of the Railroad Station)
Municipal parking lots with unnumbered spaces have at most a two (2) hour limit, or require a permit.  Metered spaces 913 - 986 in the Oak Place Lot (rear of the American Legion and Argyle Grill) have a six (6) hour parking limit 24/7 including weekends and holidays and are not intended for commuter parking.  Additionally there is a two (2) hour limit on all roads in the Village unless otherwise posted.
Commuter spaces may be paid for at any meter machine located in a commuter lot.  For example, if you park in the George Street lot, you may pay at the machine there or pay at the Railroad Station.  If you experience difficulty with one machine, you must pay at one of the others.  Receipts do not need to be displayed, so there is no need to walk back to your car after you pay.
All meter machines in commuter lots accept credit/debit cards, quarters, $1 coins, $1, $5, $10, and $20 bills.  THE MACHINES DO NOT GIVE CHANGE, so you must insert the exact amount you intend to pay.  Additionally the machines cannot refund bills, however they will give a refund receipt redeemable at Village Hall.  *Refund receipts may not be valid unless accompanied by a paid meter receipt.  Street meters on Sammis Ave accept quarters and $1 coins. 
The parking fee in all commuter lots is 25 cents per hour and there is no limit to how long you can pay for.  Sammis Ave meters are 25 cents per hour and have a twenty four (24) hour limit.  Displaying a handicapped permit does not exempt you from having to pay the meter.  Additionally, all handicapped spaces located in commuter parking lots are metered. The only exception is if a New York State metered parking waiver is displayed along with a valid handicapped permit or plates and the person to whom they are issued is the driver or a passenger in the vehicle.
